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An Energy Performance
Certificate provides a rating
for the energy efficiency and
CO2 of a building.

They give information on the
energy performance as well
as the environmental impact
through carbon emissions.

Each certificate also has a
recommendation report,
providing information about
ways to improve the energy
efficiency of a property.
The rating that could be
achieved if all the
recommendations are
implemented is also given.

Who needs a certificate? The Energy Performance Certificate (EPC) is required by law
when a building is constructed, sold or put up for rent. Landlords have to make an EPC
available to prospective tenants the first time you let a home after 1st October 2008.
Prospective tenants will be able to see at a glance how energy efficient and environmen-
tally friendly your properties are. If you have invested in energy saving measures your
properties will perform well and will really stand out from the crowd. If not you may find

them harder to rent out in future.

The Facts

How long is an EPC valid for ? An EPC is valid
for 10 years, except for sales of homes which are
subject to the Home Information Pack Regulations
2007, where a Home Information Pack (HIP) is
required. In these cases an EPC must be no more
than 3 years old when the property is put on the
market.

If I make alterations to my property, can the EPC
be amended? If you amend any item that is in-
cluded in your EPC an new certificate has to be
issued. You cannot amend an existing certificate.
How long does an inspection take? An inspection
takes approximately 1 hour on site. He will need to
gain access to lofts and basement areas. The
inspection is non invasive and will not require the
removal of floor boarding etc. If possible have any
certificates regarding central heating, double glaz-
ing , loft insulation etc available..
